Kicking off the season October 6 & 7, 2007 is RODGERS &…. a newly created musical revue by Broadway director and lyricist Martin Charnin, which salutes the great Broadway music man Richard Rodgers. Mr. Charnin, now an Issaquah resident, has conceived and written the anecdotal book for the revue which salutes Rodgers’ vast musical catalogue with songs both familiar and forgotten from his collaborations with Lorenz Hart (PAL JOEY, BABES IN ARMS, THE BOYS FROM SYRACUSE), Oscar Hammerstein II (OKLAHOMA!, THE KING & I, SOUTH PACIFIC, THE SOUND OF MUSIC), Stephen Sondheim (DO I HEAR A WALTZ?), Sheldon Harnick (REX), and Martin Charnin himself (TWO BY TWO, I REMEMBER MAMA). With a company of six, and Charnin as narrator and director as well, the evening promises some real insider insights as to the offstage and backstage goings on that accompanied the marvelous melodies. 

A sure cure for the post holiday blues is our January 19th and 20th, 2008 concert production of PROMISES, PROMISES, featuring the music of 60’s chart topper Burt Bacharach and lyricist Hal David. Based on the classic Billy Wilder film THE APARTMENT, adapted for the stage by the ever popular Neil Simon, PROMISES, PROMISES was a Broadway smash in 1969, receiving 8 Tony award nominations (including Best Musical) and running a grand total of 1,281 performances. Bacharach and David’s infectious score includes the chart topping hit “I’ll Never Fall in Love Again,” the title song, and “Knowing When to Leave.”

The spring concert May 3rd and 4th, 2008 is a marvelous party of a musical entitled SAIL AWAY with book, music and lyrics by the one and only Noël Coward. The show was originally written for the Broadway and London sensation Elaine Stritch, as the wackily endearing cruise ship tour director Mimi Paragon.  Though the show has rarely been revived since its original Broadway & West End runs, its score still bubbles like vintage champagne with such tunes as “Why Do the Wrong People Travel?”, “Something Very Strange,” and the moving title song.
